That’s why the Sedona Chamber 
of Commerce & Tourism Bureau 
launched Sedona’s Secret 7, featur-
ing lesser-known trails and locations 
throughout Red Rock Country. Re-
turning visitors get to discover a wide 
range of new places, and fi rst-timers 
have the opportunity to experience 
peaceful corners of this magnifi cent 
landscape—to be enchanted by that 
seductive Sedona magic. 

Seven locations within seven 
categories of attractions—hiking 
trails, biking trails, vistas, picnics, 
spiritual, arts and culture, and star-
gazing—offer a total of 49 hidden 
gems scattered throughout Sedona. 
It is a chance to unlock wonders of 
the backcountry as well as discover 
treasures right in the heart of town. 
It is a chance for visitors to see what 
the locals see. Here are just a few 
highlights on the list.

Sedona’s
Secret 7BY

Wander through an ancient landscape. 
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HIKE the TRAILS
For lovers of the great outdoors, Sedona’s Secret 7 serves as 
a dream come true. It’s an opportunity to literally step off the 
beaten path. Climb the broad back of Schuerman Mountain, 
an extinct volcanic mound, on a little-used trail. From here 
you’ll enjoy commanding views of some of Sedona’s most fa-
mous formations. Follow a beautiful ridgeline down to the 
cool waters of Oak Creek on the Huckaby Trail for a swim 
during summer or to admire vibrant foliage in the fall. Chim-
ney Rock Loop circles a distinctive cloud-spearing stone spire 
and transforms before your eyes. To the residents who live on 
one side, it is known as Chimney Rock, but those on the other 
side know it as Three Fingers. You’ll quickly see why.

Skirting the tree-canopied creek, Baldwin Trail highlights 
iconic Cathedral Rock, fi rst from ground level and then from 
fresh perspectives as the path begins snaking up a long ridge. 
Woods Canyon Trail crosses grassy fl ats and travels through 
mixed forest and into a remote ravine. In spring, you can 
fi nd pools of water sheltered in the streambed beneath the 
spreading sycamore trees. You’ll rejoice in fi nding such a 
quiet getaway.

TAKE in the SCENERY
Of course, life in Sedona revolves around the views. Expansive pan-
oramas like these don’t exist anywhere else. Vistas are the currency 
of Red Rock Country, and Sedona’s Secret 7 guides you to some of 
the most stunning. One of the easiest viewpoints to reach is along 
the Centennial Trail, a short paved path leading to the edge of a high 
plateau. From here visitors have a 270-degree view of the clustered 
mountains and mesas that defi ne Sedona. 

For a front-row seat to a golden sunrise, check out the often-
overlooked Yavapai Vista. It’s another one that’s easy to reach. Those 
with high-clearance vehicles will want to make the bouncing climb 
up Schnebly Hill Road. The terraced sandstone platforms of the Cow 
Pies create an otherworldly landscape, one absolutely dripping in 
views. From the Pies, continue a little farther on Schnebly Hill Road 
to reach the distinctive formation known as Merry-Go-Round. One 
glance back down the valley and you’ll understand why this lofty 
perch is in such demand as a wedding site.

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GAZE at the STARS
There’s a whole other side of Sedona just 
waiting to be discovered; it begins after the 
sun goes down. When night falls in Red 
Rock Country, it brings unexpected drama. 
Due to a concerted effort to drastically re-
duce light pollution, Sedona was designated 
as an International Dark Sky Community in 
2014. According to the International Dark-
Sky Association, the prestigious classifi ca-
tion is granted only to a community “that 
has shown exceptional dedication to the 
preservation of the night sky through the 
implementation and enforcement of a qual-
ity lighting outdoor ordinance, dark-sky 
education and citizen support of dark skies.”

Savor a dazzling star-laden ceiling from 
a variety of locations, with Sedona’s Secret 
7 serving as a guide. Just a short way down 
the level path of Fay Canyon Trail, the trees 
break apart, and the heavens fall right into 
your lap. The Thunder Mountain Trailhead 
offers a prime spot to watch the sunset and 
to settle in for the light show that follows. 
The red dirt path of Aerie Trail guides you 
in an easy loop and provides easy access to 
witness the stars emerge. And it isn’t until 
after dark when seeing the profi le of Snoopy 
Rock that you realize it has been forever 
pointed skyward, no doubt enchanted by 
the brilliant band of the Milky Way clearly 
visible above Sedona.

As far as treasure maps go, Sedona’s Secret 7 is simple to follow. No matter 
what your passion, the comprehensive website provides access to dozens 
of secluded jewels within seven mesmerizing categories, from biking and 
hiking, to picnicking, stargazing, spiritual enlightenment and the arts. Follow 
bike trails that traverse this land of cli� s and canyons, or picnic at spots that 
show o�  the very best “table” with a view. Discover how Sedona impacted 
artists and people through the centuries. The spiritual category will guide 
you to places where great cosmic truths are being whispered. Go, and listen 
carefully.

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More than seven decades later, Sedona is known 
worldwide as much for its thriving art scene as for its 
glorious red rock formations. Artists are drawn here 
for the clear skies and landscape as well as for the 
supportive arts community. 

Sedona touts numerous galleries, 
which represent local, regional and in-
ternationally known artists who work in 
diverse styles spanning every genre of 
the art world—from traditional to con-
temporary, abstract to realism—and in 
such mediums as oils, textiles, water-
colors, stone, photography, glass and 
more. Some feature Native American 
artists, including members of Northern Arizona’s 
Hopi and Navajo tribes, and offer jewelry, pottery, 
basketry, weavings, paintings and sculpture. Western 
art is also popular here, with paintings and bronzes 
that pay homage to traditional ranching and cowboy 
life. During the mid-1960s, four prominent western 
artists—Joe Beeler, Charlie Dye, John Hampton and 
George Phippen—met over cold beers at a local tav-
ern and formed what became the Cowboy Artists 
of America, an acclaimed organization dedicated to 
perpetuating the culture of the American West.

More than a dozen galleries are members of the 
prestigious Sedona Gallery Association, with 
many of them clustered in Uptown Sedona and 
“Gallery Row” along State Route 179. Find them at 
SedonaGalleryAssociation.com. The city also hosts 
a monthly 1st Friday in the Galleries event, with 
new shows, artist and gallery talks, refreshments and 
other activities. The website VisitSedona.com of-
fers a Gallery Art Walk map that’s handy for navi-
gating the galleries, while WalkSedona.com is a 
great resource to fi nd nearby creative spaces, shops 
and other attractions all within walking distance.

The Sedona Arts Center—founded by sculptor 
Nassan Gobran—is a space where artists work, teach 
and learn together. Rotating exhibitions created by 
local and regional artists often inspire visitors, who 
can participate in on-site workshops. The center’s full 
calendar of events is highlighted by the iconic annual 

Sedona Plein Air Festival in October, 
when 25 nationally recognized artists 
come to town to paint outdoors. 

Also in October, the Sedona Arts 
Festival sets up its tents outdoors to 
showcase works by more than 100 juried 
artists. Now in its 30th year, the festival 
features a Gourmet Gallery and food 
trucks, live music and fun for kids.

In spring and fall, the Sedona Visual 
Artists’ Coalition invites visitors to get 
up close and personal with area artists 
during the Open Studios Tour. Nearly 
50 artists unlock their private studios for 
a weekend’s worth of informative talks 
and peeks at their creative processes. 

Sedona’s art legacy is integrated into 
the city—literally. The city has a public 
art program that counts some 30 works 
in its collection, highlighted by 20-plus 
that are visible throughout town. Pick up 
a public-art map from the Sedona Cham-
ber of Commerce Visitor Center, then 
look for unique pieces like the sculptures 
decorating the city’s roundabouts. 

At Sedona City Hall, visitors can see 
works by local artists through the City 
Hall Art Rotation program, which 
features a new collection of works

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every four months. The city also facilitates 
an “Artist in the Classroom” program that 
places artists in local schools to augment art 
education.

Though Sedona seemingly emphasizes 
the visual arts, the city celebrates the per-
forming arts as well, particularly music. 
Chamber Music Sedona presents a series 
of concerts in winter and early spring at the 
Sedona Performing Arts Center, which pro-
vides a contemporary backdrop for works 
of Schubert, Mozart, Chopin, Dvorák and 
others. The Red Rocks Music Festival
brings more classical music to town each 
August and September, with concerts by 
pianists and violinists. The Verde Valley 
Sinfonietta is an orchestra made up of 
local and visiting guest musicians who bring 
the works of Rossini, Beethoven, Debussy, 
Copeland and other composers to life with a 
concert series that runs fall through spring, 
also at the Sedona Performing Arts Center.
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tain call? The Emerson Theater Col-
laborative presents a series of plays 
throughout the year as well as a summer 
youth-theater camp. 

From Apache and Broken Arrow to
The Karate Kid and National Lampoon’s 
Vacation, Sedona has deep roots in the 
celluloid arts. Those movies and many 
others were fi lmed around town. It’s no 
wonder, then, that the Sedona Inter-
national Film Festival has been one 
of the city’s most popular events for the 
past 26 years. The festival runs for one 
week in late winter and screens some 
160 fi lms, including full-length features, 
documentaries and foreign productions. 
Command central for the festival is the 
Mary D Fisher Theatre. During the 
rest of the year, the theater has a regular 
calendar of indie and foreign fi lms, and 
serves as a venue for Met Live Opera 
simulcasts, on-screen theatrical produc-
tions and live music performances. 

Ernst and Tanning decamped to 
France in 1957. The Kittredges, Gobran, 
the early members of Cowboy Artists of 
America and other Sedona art pioneers 
are long gone, but their legacy lives on 
amid the red rocks. No doubt they’d ap-
prove of today’s artists in and around 
Sedona who have followed similar spiri-
tual and creative journeys.

(The paths are gener-
ally wide enough to accommodate 
wheelchairs.) These nondenomi-
national, geometric paths present 
visitors with a walking meditation 
experience and opportunity for 
self-refl ection and relaxation. 
Those who have experienced a 
labyrinth state they gain a feeling 
of peace and a sense that trusting 
the path leads to where they are 
meant to be.

A vortex is an area of enhanced energy 
that is thought to provide inspiration 
and well-being to those in the area. 
There are several well-known vortexes 
in Sedona, but others can be discov-
ered.

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 MASSAGE 
MASSAGE (SWEDISH)  A relaxing massage featuring long, gliding 
strokes on the muscles in the direction of the heart.

MASSAGE WITH CUPPING  A technique where cups are placed on 
the body and the air is vacuumed out, creating suction which 
increases blood fl ow and relaxes muscles.

MASSAGE WITH HOT STONES  Uses hot stones either placed on 
the body or as an extension of the therapist’s hands to relax 
muscles and release tension.

MASSAGE (HEAD/NECK/HANDS/FEET)  Usually a shorter massage 
focusing on these specifi c areas.
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Connect with nature at 
Red Rock State Park.

 BODYWORK 
MASSAGE (DEEP TISSUE)  Similar to Swedish massage, 
but with deeper pressure benefi cial in releasing 
chronic muscle tension.

MYOFASCIAL RELEASE  A deep massage that works to 
loosen the thin sheath of fi brous tissue enclosing a 
muscle. 

NEUROMUSCULAR THERAPY (TRIGGER POINT 
MYOTHERAPY)  Massage therapy for back pain, 
where the massage therapist puts pressure on 
specifi c points of the body. 

CRANIALSACRAL THERAPY  A form of bodywork or 
alternative therapy using gentle touch to palpate 
the synarthrodial joints of the cranium (head); may 
also include light touches to a patient’s spine and 
pelvic bones.

REFLEXOLOGY  A system of massage used to relieve 
tension and treat illness, based on the theory that 
there are refl ex points on the feet, hands and head 
that link to every part of the body.

BODY INTELLIGENCE HEALING  A relaxing massage 
and exploration of what the body is saying to you 
through its tensions. 

 ENERGY HEALING 
Any number of modalities and tech-
niques for moving the Human Energy 
Field (HEF), also known as chi, ki, 
prana, holy spirit and body energy to 
facilitate wellness.

BREATH WORK  A general term used 
to describe any type of therapy that 
utilizes breathing exercises to improve 
mental, physical and spiritual health.

JIN SHIN JYUTSU  A specifi c Japanese 
type of acupressure.

REIKI  A Japanese technique that di-
rects “ki“ with the hands and symbolic 
movements to achieve energy bal-
ance. Subsets of Reiki include:

CRYSTAL REIKI  A form where minerals 
and crystal grids direct the fl ow of 
energy around the body.

SHAMANIC REIKI  From Native American 
tradition; uses drumming, chanting, 
crystals, totem animals and trance 
states to move HEF energy.

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These pioneering families began as squatters and 
homesteaders settled along the creek, farming just 
enough for their own needs. Thanks to irrigation 
ditches, homesteaders expanded their plantings and 

grew commercial orchards 
of apples and peaches. 
Ranchers took grazing per-
mits, moving cattle from 
winter pasture in our valley 
to summer grazing on the 
Mogollon Rim. Miners in 
Jerome and loggers in Flag-
staff created ready markets 
for these homesteaders’ 
beef, fruit, vegetables and 
Red Rock Wine from our 
fi rst winery.

When T. C. Schnebly 
saw a need for regular 

postal service, he applied for a post offi ce and sug-
gested his wife’s name, Sedona, for the new mail stop 
in 1902.

Beginning with a silent version of Zane Grey’s Call 
of the Canyon in 1923, Sedona became a favorite loca-
tion for Hollywood. During the golden era of western 
movies, major stars came to Sedona, from John Wayne 
to Elvis Presley. Images of our scenic beauty appeared 
on silver screens around the world, attracting visitors 

to Oak Creek Canyon as 
a vacation destination.

Tourism increased 
after WWII, eventually 
replacing agriculture 
as the primary local in-
dustry. World-famous 
artists also discovered 
our spectacular vistas, including Max Ernst. In 
1965, over beers in front of the fi replace at the 
Oak Creek Tavern, fi ve traditional western art-
ists founded the Cowboy Artists of America.

Today, Sedona Schnebly would hardly 
recognize the town that bears her name. 
Farms gave way to subdivisions, and by 
the mid-20th century it resembled a bucolic 
western town with a bus stop at the gas sta-
tion, a hardware store and cafés. Most of Se-
dona, which was incorporated in 1988, was 
built in the last few decades.

To get a real sense of what Sedona was like 
at the turn of the previous century, visit the Se-
dona Heritage Museum, a former homestead 
that focuses on community events, education, 
history preservation, archives and restoration.

Whether it’s our water, our awe-inspiring 
red rocks or Sedona’s welcoming nature, feel 
free to make your own history in our home.

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Adults can literally taste the fruits of 
the valley while sampling local wines 
on the Verde Valley Wine Trail, or 
try their luck at Cliff Castle Casino’s
slots, blackjack and poker. Families can 
enjoy the scenery on the rails—powered 
by a vintage diesel engine—aboard the 
Verde Canyon Railroad. Out of Af-
rica Wildlife Park is home to more 
than 400 animals, including lions, gi-
raffes and rhinoceroses.

GRAND CANYON 
National Park
Sedona sits approximately 100 miles south of one of 
the seven natural wonders of the world, the Grand 
Canyon. When traveling by land—several businesses 
also offer air tours—you can enter the park by train 
or by car.

If you choose to go by train, head to Williams and 
visit Bearizona, a drive-through wildlife park show-
casing some of the animals that call the canyon home. 
The classic train cars of the Grand Canyon Railway
depart daily at 9:30 a.m. for a 21⁄1⁄1

4⁄4⁄ -hour journey fea-
turing costumed singers, storytellers and even train 
robbers.

If you opt to drive instead, take State Route 89A 
from Sedona to Flagstaff. Continue on US Highway 
180 to State Route 64 into Tusayan. Here, stop at the 
National Geographic Visitor Center, where you’ll 
fi nd interactive exhibits and information on canyon 
attractions and tours.

At Grand Canyon National Park, you can drive 
to designated overlooks, walk along the rim’s edge to 
Grand Canyon Village, rent bicycles or hike into the 
canyon. Some activities, such as rafting, mule rides 
and the eight-mile hike to the turquoise-blue waters 
of Havasupai Falls, require weeks or months of 
planning, but they are well worth the extra effort. 

To loop back to Flagstaff, remain on State Route 
64, enjoying additional canyon overlooks and explor-
ing Pueblo Indian life at the Tusayan Ruins and Mu-
seum before exiting the park. If you have time, detour 
a few miles north to the Cameron Trading Post for Cameron Trading Post for Cameron Trading Post
Native American crafts and frybread. Otherwise, turn 
south and return to Sedona via State Route 179.

WITH SEDONA AS A HOME BASE, THERE’S EASY ACCESS 
to explore nearby regions abundant with geological wonders, 
museums, Native American culture and more. Then, when the day’s 
adventures are done, return for Sedona’s hospitality with world-
class restaurants, lodging, spas and, of course, red rock scenery.
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FLAGSTAFF
When you arrive in Flagstaff, begin your 
visit by discovering the unique shops 
and restaurants of Historic Downtown 
and walking along Route 66, which cuts 
through its center.

Don’t miss the Museum of North-
ern Arizona, which displays Native 
American artifacts and Southwestern 
fi ne arts as well as anthropology, biology 
and geology exhibits. Riordan Mansion 
State Historic Park focuses on Flagstaff’s more recent his-
tory through tours of the Riordan brothers’ two-family home. 
The Arboretum at Flagstaff offers trails through wood-
lands, meadows, cultivated gardens and a ponderosa pine 
forest. Walk over suspended bridges, climb nets and ride 

the zip line at Flagstaff Extreme Adventure 
Course. Space afi cionados will appreciate vis-
its to Lowell Observatory—where Pluto was 
discovered—and the US Geological Survey 
Astrogeology Science Center.

Venturing out from Flagstaff, you’ll fi nd 
even more to do. At Sunset Crater Volcano 
National Monument, you can hike through a 
900-year-old cinder fi eld and then explore a 100-
room pueblo at the nearby Wupatki National 
Monument. East of Flagstaff you’ll fi nd Wal-
nut Canyon National Monument, which fea-
tures 25 cliff-dwelling rooms. Just off Interstate 
40, spend time at Meteor Crater, the world’s 
best-preserved meteorite-impact site.

Best of Both Worlds
Sedona or the Grand Canyon? Both geological marvels are “bucket list” 
destinations for travelers worldwide. Why choose one when you can experience 
both? After reveling in a sunrise across Sedona’s gorgeous burnt-umber landscape, 
seize the day and head out to the Grand Canyon. Like Sedona, the Grand Canyon 
must be seen in person to fully appreciate its beauty. Allow four hours to explore 
the canyon and head back, while there is light in the sky, to take full advantage of 
all that Sedona has to o� er. 

Cruise the Scenery
Red Rock Scenic Byway, 
an “All-American Road,” 
is one of the nation’s 
premier scenic drives. 
The sights from Oak 
Creek Canyon Scenic 
drive will take your 
breath away. If you want 
to beat the crowds, but 
not miss out on the wow-
worthy views, take the 
scenic loop on Interstate 
17 and State Route 260.
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NORTHERN ARIZONA’S 
Native American Lands
US Highway 89 takes you into the 
heart of Northern Arizona’s tribal 
lands. From Flagstaff, head north-
east on US Highway 160 and con-
tinue to Tuba City. To access the 
Hopi tribal lands, turn east on 
State Route 264. Although you might want to arrange for a Hopi guide, you 
can visit the villages of Walpi and Sipaulovi or follow the self-guided Hopi 
Arts Trail without one.

Staying on State Route 264 leads you to Canyon de Chelly National 
Monument via US Highway 191. The dramatic red walls and green canyon 
fl oor can be viewed from overlooks or explored by foot, horseback or even 
a jeep tour. To get to Monument Valley, the legendary backdrop for many 
western fi lms, drive through Tuba City on US Highway 160 to the park’s en-
trance. You can navigate the unpaved, 17-mile loop through the park yourself 
or hire a Navajo guide.

The windswept sandstone walls of Antelope Canyon—one of Arizona’s 
most photographed scenes—are worth the drive north on US Highway 89. You 
will need to hire a guide, though. Check out Antelope Canyon Tours, Adventur-
ous Antelope Canyon Tours, Antelope Canyon Navajo Tours or Pink Adventure 
Tours. You’ll fi nd other options in Page or at the tribal park just east of the city. 
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Park it
Sedona lies just a short 
distance from six state parks. 
For a historical perspective, 
visit Jerome State Historic 
Park to learn about the 
mountainside city’s mining 
past. Or walk the grounds 
of Arizona’s best-preserved 
Indian War-era fort at Fort 
Verde State Historic Park in 
Camp Verde. In Flagsta� , 
Riordan Mansion State Historic 
Park shows what life was like 
for prominent early 1900s 
businessmen Timothy and 
Michael Riordan and their 
families.
For a more active experience, 
try Red Rock State Park, a 
286-acre nature preserve 
known for its trails. The 15-mile, 
shared-use hiking and biking 
Lime Kiln Trail connects the 
park to nearby Dead Horse 
Ranch State Park, another local 
favorite for outdoor recreation. 
To cool o� , head to Slide Rock 
State Park, where you can 
swoosh down a slippery stretch 
of creek bottom and splash 
around in Oak Creek.

RED ROCK PASS 
Parking Permits

In some Coconino National 
Forest areas, parked cars are 
required to display in the wind-
shields a Red Rock, Annual National Park, Active Mil-
itary, Senior, Access, or Every Kid in a Park 4th Grade 
pass. Passes are not required for hiking, biking or 
riding horseback when parking is not involved, or 
for incidental stops such as pulling over to take a 
photograph. Passes range from $5 (for a day pass) 
to $20 (for an annual pass) and can be purchased at 
the Sedona Chamber of Commerce Visitor Center, 
Red Rock Ranger Station Visitor Center and many 
retail outlets around town. Only daily and weekly 
passes can be purchased at self-serve machines at 
Coconino National Forest trailheads. A $40 Grand 
Annual Pass grants access to Crescent Moon Ranch, 
Grasshopper Point and Call of the Canyon/Westfork 
Trail for 12 months after purchase. The $80 National 
Annual Pass is good at all national parks and monu-
ments for 12 months after purchase and also serves 
as a Red Rock Pass. Pass funds are used for forest 
conservation, restoration and preservation. The 
Senior Pass can only be purchased at the Red Rock 
Ranger Station, not the Chamber Visitor Center.

By Land 

FROM THE SOUTH (Interstate 17 from Phoenix/Los Angeles)
Sedona lies approximately 120 miles north of Phoenix. Take Interstate 
17 north to State Route 179 into Sedona or exit Interstate 17 onto State 
Route 260 west. Then take State Route 89A north into Sedona.

IF COMING FROM LOS ANGELES, follow Interstate 10 to Loop 101 
northbound in Phoenix. Connect with Interstate 17 north, then con-
tinue using the directions above. Or take Interstate 40 to Flagstaff and 
head into Sedona from the north (following the directions below).

FROM THE NORTH (Interstate 40 from Flagsta� /Las Vegas)
It takes about 45 minutes to drive the 30-mile route from Flagstaff to 
Sedona. From Interstate 40, take Interstate 17 south to State Route 89A 
south. Proceed on State Route 89A to Sedona. Or, from Interstate 17, 
take exit 298 onto State Route 179 (Red Rock Scenic Byway) through 
the Village of Oakcreek to Sedona.

IF TRAVELING FROM LAS VEGAS, take US Highway 93 south. 
Transition onto Interstate 40 to Flagstaff and continue using the di-
rections above.
